SuBJECT: Discuss and consider a resolution authorizing the City Attorney to indicate the
city’s support for the State of Texas and the Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality in opposing a federal lawsuit that could negatively impact
the city’s water rights and endangered species found in the Comal Springs,
styled “the Aransas Project vs. Bryan Shaw, et al.”.

BACKGROUND/RATIONALE:

In March 2010 a federal lawsuit was filed in Corpus Christi under the federal Endangered
Species Act against officials of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (“TCEQ”)
alleging a “take” of endangered whooping cranes. The Guadalupe-Blanco River Authority
("GBRA") has intervened in the lawsuit and is seeking the support of the Guadalupe Basin

Coalition, to add the City of New Braunfels’ name to an amicus brief supporting the State_of f

Texas and the TCEQ. A Motion to Dismiss has been filed which is currently under consideration
by the Court. GBRA opposed any amendment or realiocation of water rights out of the
Guadalupe River Basin. Reduction of water rights could cause severe economic and social
hardship to the City.

-In March 2010 a federal lawsuit was filed by “The Aransas Project” (TAP) under the federal Endangered
Species Act against officials of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (“TCEQ”) alleging a
“take” of endangered whooping cranes. The Court has granted GBRA’s request to intervene in the
lawsuit.

Both the State of Texas and GBRA have each filed with the Court Motions to Dismiss the lawsuit,
Pursuant to the Court’s Order, TAP has until June 17, 2010 to respond to the State’s and GBRA’s
